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Abstract (in French and English)

Au-delà de ce livre d’un millier de pages, qui se veut à la fois synthèse problématique
et ouvrage de référence, nous tenterons de réfléchir le plus globalement possible à ce que
le passage du temps et l’avancée des connaissances, désormais d’origine asiatique autant
qu’occidentale, peuvent inspirer quant à l’histoire coloniale (au sens large) de l’Asie, ainsi
qu’aux approches concurrentes (ou complémentaires?): histoire globale, nouvelle histoire
impériale, histoire connectée... That one thousand pages thick volume is intended to be
a problematized synthesis as well as a reference book. It raises essential questions on the
new perspectives brought on colonial history by the passing of time and the advancement of
knowledge, nowadays coming from Asia as often as from Europe. We should also question
various (and complementary?) approaches, such as global history, new imperial history or
connected history.
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
