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Abstract (in French and English)

Avant 1975 les groupes ethnolinguistiques sur lesquels reposait l’organisation sociale et
administrative des Hoa de Saigon Cholon, permettaient voire obligeaient une répartition
spécifique des tâches économiques et sociale de cette communauté diasporadique puissante.
Les changements radicaux consécutifs à la prise du pouvoir par les troupes communistes en
1975, vont bouleverser cet ordre établi. Il semble intéressant, 40 ans après les évènements
de 1975, de faire un état des lieux du devenir jusqu’à aujourd’hui de ces communautés
ethnolinguistiques et de leurs rôles respectifs sur différents plans dans la société saigonaise
d’aujourd’hui.
Before 1975 and the ” liberation ” (Ngày Gii phóng) of Saigon the economical power of the
Chinese groups firmly backed on the ” associations ”, referred as Bang in Vietnamese and
huiguan in Chinese, the ethnolinguistic organizations that would then rule the economical
and social life and tasks of their communities. After 1975 the power of these huiguan was
greatly reduced. From centers of the administrative life of the Chinese communities they
only became responsible of a few cultural assignments. We found interesting to see 40 years,
what these organizations became and what duties they have and role they really play nowa-
days with Hoa people having moved all around the world after 1975.
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
